Submission of entries for the above mentioned award categories will start from 1 December 2008 
to 30 December 2008. Songs, albums, extended play (EP) and singles that are released between 
1 July 2007 and 31 December 2008 are eligible for entry. 
 
Viewers and listeners are also given the opportunity to decide via SMS for the Top 3 positions of 
“Most Popular Song” and “Most Popular Artiste” in March 2009. 
 
A special “Lifetime Music Achievement” award will be presented to honour the individual who has 
made an outstanding artistic contribution and impact to the local Malay music industry during 
his/her lifetime.
